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José Cabrera Nuclear Power Plant
The José Cabrera NPP, a pressurised light water reactor (PWR) facility located
in the municipality of Almonacid de Zorita (Guadalajara), started its operation in 
1968 with an electrical output of 160 MWe.
By Ministerial Order, the Government has approved the transfer of the title of 
responsible operator to Enresa for performance of the dismantling of this nuclear 
power plant.

Dismantling: Activities and budget
The objective of the project is the complete dismantling of the facility, leaving the 
site free for whatever uses the owner might consider.

To achieve this objective, disassembly, demolition, materials management and site 
restoration activities have been scheduled.

As of 2003, the estimated cost of dismantling amounted to 135 million Euros.  This 
amount does not include the removal of the spent fuel from the reactor or the 
dismantling support facility (ITS) that will temporarily house this fuel.

An average workforce of some 200 professionals is foreseen for performance of the 
project, this to be adapted to the needs that arise as the project moves forward.
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
